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Coal India targets 12%

amid power crunch

National miner Coal India
(CIL) is eyeing 12 per cent
growthinitsproduction during
the current financial year asit
opens new mines to tackle the
incremental demand for coal
from the power sector.

The firm said it has

received environmental
clearance for 20 proposals,
which shall add an incremental
capacity of 22 milliontonne per
year (mty). Additionally, 36
mining projects have been
cleared by CIL with a
sanctioned capacity of 333 mt
and anincremental capacity of
220mt.

Senior executives said
these new projects would add
substantially to production
growth in the future.

As heatwave gripped the
nation from March onwards,
power demand touched record
highs. This led to a coal
demand-supply mismatch and
CIL found itself at the
receiving end.

The company, however,
claimed that it touched arecord
high coal production during
April. Government data
indicated that CIL recorded the
highest monthly  coal
production of 53.47 mtin April
2022, registering growth of
27.64 per cent over last year's
corresponding period.

Until May, so far, CIL
productionisat 26.35mt, 34.44
per cent more than the
production during the same
period last year. Total
dispatches of coal from CIL
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went up to 57.50 mt in April
2022, from 54.23 mt in April
2021, indicating an increase of
6.03 per cent, said a
government statement.

CIL’sproduction target for
theongoing financial is700 mt,
with the power sector getting

ashare of more than 500 mt.

CIL executivessaidto push
coa production, the company
has approved 16 coal mining
projects, of which seven are
greenfield projectsand nineare
expansion projects. Total
capacity of these projects is
100 mty and incremental
capacity isaround 27 mty.

Coal India had earlier
identified 15 projects, which
would be awarded to private
“mining devel opment operator
(MDO)'.

The projects have a
cumulative capacity of 170 mty.
An executive said the company
hasissued work ordersfor five
projectswith 96 mty capacity.

The company is also
planning to offer unutilised
mines that are mostly
underground for private
investment viathe M DO mode,

The company said it has
identified 20 such mines. For
improving coal loading and
despatch, CIL issetting up coal
handling plantsand silos at 35
of its projects.

According to the
company’s estimates, this
additional infrastructure can
handle415 mt by FY 25.

Imported coal set to increase
production growth in FY23 NTPC's final tariff by 50-70

paise

State-owned NTPC will see
itsfuel cost goupto Rs7-8 per
unit by importing coal against
Rs 2 per unit by buying in the
domestic market from Coal
India(CIL). Senior officialssaid
this would increase the final
tariff of NTPC by 50-70 paise
and it will be passed on to
electricity consumers.

Senior officials said
domestic coal shortfall led to
the Centre urging the
generators to sign last-minute
coal contracts, which is
currently at least 200 per cent
costlier than domestic coal.
Glaobal inflationary pressures,
largely due to the Russia-
Ukraine war, have pumped up
thepriceof coal inthe overseas
markets.

NTPC isin the process of
placing orders for close to 20
million tonnes (MT) of
imported coal for blending 10
per cent of thedry fuel withthe
existing domestic supply.

The import target of the
company has been increased
following a directive by the
Union ministry of power.

Acknowledging  that
domestic coal stock is not
enough to meet the power
demand in the country, the
Centre last week directed all
states and power generating
companies (gencos) to import
coal before monsoon setsin.

The power ministry warned
gencos that the coal blending
benchmark would beincreased
to 15 per cent from the current
10 per cent if they do not import
coa by the end of this month.

Thedirective also said that
if blending is not started by
June 15, domestic coal
allocation of the defaulting
thermal plant will bereduced by
5 per cent.

For the upcoming
monsoon season, whichisalso
the time when coal mining
activity is reduced, NTPC is
shoring up its own reserves.

A senior executivesaid 2.5
MT of imported coal has

arriveda NTPC'splantsand 1.6
MT is at the ports. “The
company has placed an order
for 10 MT and would soon go
for Board approval for placing
anorder for another 5MT,” said
the person.

The person added that it
has paid CIL in advance to
build up a stock. NTPC
currently has an average coal
stock level of 44 per cent across
itspower units, trandating into
14 daysof availability. Most of
the pithead (closer to the mine)
units have better availability of
coal.

Additionally, company
executives said NTPC is
increasing production from its
captive (self-use) mines. NTPC
was allotted nine coal minesby
the Centre, out of which four
are operational and three have
been surrendered.

“The company isaiming to
increase production from its
minesto26 MT from 14 MT last
financial year,” said an
executive.

Senior officials said the
ministry of power will facilitate
land acquisition, clearancesand
approvals to assist the
company in ramping up
production from its mines.

As hydro units start
supplying more and with the
beginning of wind power
season, it is expected that the
pressure on coal-based power
generation unitswill abate, said
executives.

“Coal units are currently
meeting 75 per cent of India's
power demand. Supplementary
resourceswould sharethe load
but coal would be the
backbone. NTPC plansto have
tie-ups for coal supply,” said
theexecutive,

Against all-India power
generation growth of 13 per
cent, NTPC hasregistered a15
per cent growth.

Theplant load factor (PLF)
or operating ratio of the plants
hasincreased to 75 per cent. It
was 56 per cent last year.
